The
state of Missouri is listed by the American Registry of Radiologic Technologists (ARRT) as having
6,580 registered technologists in 2011. In 2016 there are less than 600 active members of the
Missouri Society of Radiologic Technologists (MoSRT). In the modern world it can be very difficult to
get involved in activities beyond family and job. There is always something to do, whether it be work
responsibilities, the demands of family or simple household chores there never seems to be enough
time to do all the things that need to be done. However, being involved in a professional organization
would be beneficial to an individual and a professional. It opens many doors of opportunity to meet
new people and work toward a common goal.
